A wi de range of open and core el ective courses run by
the University, creating a flexible credit systemthat allows
students to earn additional credits. By choosing these el ectives
and speci alized courses, students can earn specialization
certificates alongside their regular degrees. Additionally, JUET

Wiile these platforns offer
significant flexibility and conveni ence, sone students nmay face
chal l enges with consistent internet access or adapting to self-
paced | earning, highlighting areas where further support or
resources m ght be beneficial.
